Using a past participle, in conjunction with the auxiliary verb, haber, adds contextual
strength and accuracy to one’s words.

El uso de un participio pasado, junto con el verbo auxiliar, haber, agrega fuerza contextual y
precision a las palabras de uno.

To form the past participle of a regular verb, you drop the infinitive ending (-ar, -er, -ir) and
add -ado to the stem of -ar verbs and -ido to the stem of -er and -ir verbs.

Para formar el participio pasado de un verbo regular, suelta la terminacion infinitiva (-ar, -er,
-ir) y agrega -ado a la raiz de los verbos -ar y -ido a la raiz de los verbos -er y -ir.

EXAMPLES - Present Tense:

1. Elvis has left the building. Elvis ha dejado el edificio.
2. Ihaven't been there in six years. No he estado alli en seis afos.
3. We have said it too many times. Lo hemos dicho demasiadas veces.

EXAMPLES — Past Tense;

1. John had spoken about this before. John habia hablado de esto antes.
2. They had drunk all of the water. Habian bebido toda el agua.
3. Beforelknew it, he had jumped. Antes de que lo supiera, él habia saltado.

EXAMPLES - Future Tense:

1. By then, I will have gone home. Para entonces, habre ido a casa.
2. He will have read the book. Habra leido el libro.
3. We will have played the game. Habremos jugado el juego.

EXAMPLES - Past Conditional:

1. They would have had it all. Lo habrian tenido todo.
2.  Little could have been done. Poco se podria haber hecho.
3. Ishould have walked to school. Deberia haber caminado a la Escuela.
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
